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Auricular Medicine Is the " Bridge" of the Integrated Traditional Chinese Medicine and Western
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ABSTRACT Auricular therapy has been recorded in Huangdi Neijing. In the 1950s, French Prof. P.
Nogier published the "Embryo Reflection" auricular map mainly by reference to the theoretical system of
Western medicine (WM) , and put forward "Three Phases Theory". In the 1970s, American auricular aca-
demic school created battlefield of auricular acupuncture and other characteristic therapies by using Au-
ricular Division System. The applications of auricular therapy at home and abroad involve various disea-
ses of internal medicine, surgery, gynecology, pediatrics, psychosomatic medicine, health care, and so
on. The basic theories of auricular therapy include traditional Chinese medicine (TCM) theories, holo-
graphic theory, near-brain theory, neuroscience theory, ultrastructural theory, and so on. Since May
2013, "Auricular Nomenclature and Location" has become the international industry standard of World
Association of Acupuncture and Moxibustion. Auricular medicine is developing into one of the most impor-
tant parts of integrative medicine according to the meridian theory, holographic theory, neurological theo-
ry and Deltaic reflex theory from the Oriental and the West. Auricular medicine, as a "bridge" of integrat-
ed TCM and WM, will be constantly enriched in the future studies of TCM and WM.
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
